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the North American Free Trade Agreement are acting to collect data on
pollutant releases and transfers from various sources and to make the-
se data publicly accessible, and recognizing especially in this area the
long and valuable experience in certain countries,

Tuking into account the different approaches in existing emission
registers and the need to avoid duplication, and recognizing therefore
that a certain degree of Nexibility is needed.

Urging the progressive development of national pollutant release
and transfer registers,

Urging also the establishment of links between national pollutant
release and transfer registers and information systems on other releases
of public concern.

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
OBIJECTIVE

The objective of this Protocol is to enhance public access to infor-
mation through the establishment of coherent, integrated. nationwide
pollutant release and transter registers (PRTRSs) in accordance with the
provisions of this Protocol, which could facilitate public participation
in environmental decision-making as well as contribute to the preven-
tion and reduction of pollution of the environment.

Article 2
DEFINITIONS

For the purposes ol this Protocol,

1. Party™ means, unless the text indicates otherwise, a State or
a regional economic integration organization referred to in article 24
which has consented to be bound by this Protocol and for which the
Protocol 1s in foree;

2. Convention™ means the Convention on Access to Information,
Public Participation in Decision-making and Access to Justice in Envi-
ronmental Matters, done at Aarhus, Denmark, on 25 June 1998;

3. ..The public” means one or more natural or legal persons. and.
in accordance with national legislation or practice, their associations,
organizations or groups:

4. JFacility”™ means one or more installations on the same site. or
on adjoining sites, that are owned or operated by the same natural or
legal person:

5. Competent authority™ means the national authority or autho-
ritics. or any other competent body or bodies, designated by a Party to
manage a national pollutant release and transfer register system;

6. Pollutant™ means a substance or a group of substances that
may be harmful to the environment or to human health on account of its
properties and of its introduction into the environment;

7. .Release™ means any introduction of pollutants into the envi-
ronment as a result of any human activity, whether deliberate or acci-
dental. routine or non-routine, including spilling, emitting, discharging,
injecting, disposing or dumping. or through sewer svstems without fi-
nal waste-water treatment;

8. LOff-site transfer”™ means the movement beyvond the bounda-
ries of the facility of either pollutants or waste destined for disposal
or recovery and of pollutants in waste water destined for waste-water
treatment;

9. Diffuse sources™ means the many smaller or scattered sour-
ces from which pollutants may be released o land. air or water, whose
combined impact on those media may be significant and for which it is
impractical to collect reports Irom each individual source:

10. The terms _national™ and . nationwide™ shall, with respect to
the obligations under the Protocol on Parties that are regional economic
integration organizations. be construed as applying to the region in que-
stion unless otherwise indicated;

11, . Waste™ means substances or objects which are:

(a) Disposed of or recovered;

(b) Intended to be disposed of or recovered: or

(c) Required by the provisions of national law to be disposed of

or recovered;
12. . .Hazardous waste”™ means waste that is defined as hazardous
by the provisions of national law:

13, ..Other waste™ means waste that is not hazardous waste:
14, . Waste water” means used water containing substances or ob-

Jects that 1s subject to regulation by national law.

Article 3
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Each Party shall take the necessary legislative. regulatory and
other measures, and appropriate enforcement measures, to implement
the provisions of this Protocol.

2. The provisions of this Protocol shall not affect the right of a Party
to maintain or introduce a more extensive or more publicly accessible
pollutant release and transfer register than required by this Protocol.

3. Each Party shall take the necessary measures to require that
employees of a facility and members of the public who report a viola-
tion by a facility of national laws implementing this Protocol to public
authorities are not penalized, persecuted or harassed by that facility or
public authorities for their actions in reporting the violation.

4. In the implementation of this Protocol, each Party shall be gu-
ided by the precautionary approach as set forth in principle 15 of the
1992 Rio Declaration on Environment and Development,

5. To reduce duplicative reporting, pollutant release and transfer
register systems may be integrated to the degree practicable with exi-
sting information sources such as reporting mechanisms under licences
Or operating permits.

6. Parties shall strive to achieve convergence among national pol-
lutant release and transfer registers.

Article 4
CORE ELEMENTS OF A POLLUTANT RELEASE AND
TRANSFER REGISTER SYSTEM

In accordance with this Protocol, cach Party shall establish and
maintain a publicly accessible national pollutant release and transfer
register that:

{a} Is facility-specific with respect 10 reporting on point sources:

(b) Accommodates reporting on diffuse sources;

(c) Is pollutant-specific or waste-specific, as appropriate:;

(d) Is multimedia. distinguishing among releases to air, land and
water:

(e) Includes information on transfers:

(£} 1s based on mandatory reporting on a periodic basis;

() Includes standardized and timely data. a limited number of
standardized reporting thresholds and limited provisions, it any, for
confidentality;

(h) Is coherent and designed to be user-friendly and publicly ac-
cessible, including in electronic form:

(i) Allows for public participation in its development and modifi-
cation: and

(i) Is a structured, computerized database or several linked data-
bases maintained by the competent authority.

Article 5
DESIGN AND STRUCTURE

1. Each Party shall ensure that the data held on the register refer-
red to in article 4 are presented in both aggregated and non-aggregated
forms, so that releases and transfers can be searched and identified ac-
cording to:

(a) Facility and its geographical location;

(b) Activity:

(c) Owner or operator. and, as appropriate. company:

(d) Pollutant or waste, as appropriate;

(e} Each of the environmental media into which the pollutant is
released: and

(0 As specified in article 7. paragraph 5. the destination of the
transfer and, where appropriate, the disposal or recovery operation for
wasle.

2. Each Party shall also ensure that the data can be searched and
identified according to those diffuse sources which have been included
in the register.
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3. BEach Party shall design its register taking into account the pos-
sibility of s future expansion and ensuring that the reporting data from
at least the ten previous reporting vears are pubbicly accessible.

4. The register shall be designed Tor maxyimum ease of public ac-
cess through electronic means. such as the hmernet. The design shall al-
Tow that, under normal operating conditions, the information on the regi-
ster is continuously and immediately available through electronic means.

5. Each Party should provide hinks mn its register
existing. publicly accessible databases on subject matters related o en-
vironmental protection.

Article 8
REPORTING OYCLE
. Bach Party shall ensure that the imformation required to be in-
corporated in s register is publicly available, compiled and presen-
ted on the register by calendar year, The reporting year is the calendar
vear to which that information relates.

Article 9
DATA COLLECTION AND RECORD-KEEPING

I. Ekach Party shall require the owners or operators of the faci-
lities subject to the reporting requirements of article 7 to collect the
data needed to determine. in accordance with paragraph 2 below and
with appropriate frequency, the facility’s releases and off-site transters
subject to reporting under article 7 and to keep available for the com-
petent authorities the records of the data from which the reported in-
formation was derived for a period of five vears. starting from the end
of the reporting year concerned. These records shall also describe the
methodology used for data gathering.

2. Each Party shall require the owners or operators of the facilities
subject to reporting under article 7 to use the best available informa-
tion, which may include monitoring data, emission factors, mass ba-
lance equations. indirect monitoring or other calculations, engineering
Judgments and other methods. Where appropriate, this should be done
in accordance with internationally approved methodologies.

Article 10
QUALITY ASSESSMENT

1. Each Party shall require the owners or operators of the facilities
subject to the reporting requirements of article 7. paragraph 1. to assure
the quality of'the information that they report.

2. Each Party shall ensure that the data contained in its register are
subject to quality assessment by the competent authority, in particular
as to their completeness, consistency and credibility. taking into acco-
unt any guidelines that may be developed by the Meeting of the Parties.

Article 11
PUBLIC ACCESS TO INFORMATION

1. Each Party shall ensure public access o information contained
in its pollutant release and transfer register, without an interest having
to be stated. and according to the provisions ol this Protocol, primarily
by ensuring that its register provides for direct electronic access thro-
ugh public telecommunications networks.

2. Where the information contained in its register is not easily
publicly accessible by direct electronic means. cach Party shall ensure
that its competent authority upon request provides that information by
any other effective means. as soon as possible and at the latest within
one month after the request has been submitted.

3. Subject to paragraph 4, each Party shall ensure that access to
information contained in its register is free of charge.

4. Each Party may allow its competent authority to make a charge
for reproducing and mailing the specific information referred to in pa-
ragraph 2. but such charge shall not exceed a reasonable amount.

5. Where the information contained in its register is not easily pu-
blicly accessible by direct electronic means, each Party shall facilita-
te electronic access to its register in publicly accessible locations, for
example in public libraries, offices of local authorities or other appro-
priate places.

Article 12
CONFIDENTIALITY

1. Each Party may authorize the competent authority to keep in-
formation held on the register confidential where public disclosure of
that information would adversely affect:

(a) International relations. national defence or public security;

(b) The course of justice, the ability of a person to receive a fair
trial or the ability of a public authority to conduct an enquiry of a crimi-
nal or disciplinary nature:

(¢) The confidentiality of commercial and industrial information.
where such confidentiality is protected by law in order to protect a legi-
timate economic interest;

(d) Intellectual property rights; or

(¢} The confidentiality of personal data and/or files relating to a
natural person if that person has not consented to the disclosure of the
information to the public. where such confidentiality is provided for in
national law.

The aforementioned grounds for confidentiality shall be interpre-
ted in a restrictive way, taking into account the public interest served
by disclosure and whether the information relates to releases into the
environment.

2. Within the framework of paragraph 1 (¢). anv information on
releases which is relevant for the protection of the environment shall be
considered for disclosure according to national law.

3. Whenever information is kept confidential according to para-
graph 1. the register shall indicate what type of information has been
withheld. through, for example, providing generic chemical informa-
tion if possible, and for what reason it has been withheld.

Article 13
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF NATIONAL POLLUTANT RELEASE AND TRANSFER
REGISTERS

I. Each Party shall ensure appropriate opportunities for public
participation in the development of its national pollutant release and
transfer register. within the framework of its national law.

2. For the purpose of paragraph 1, each Party shall provide the op-
portunity for free public access to the information on the proposed me-
asures concerning the development of its national pollutant release and
transfer register and for the submission of any comments, information.,
analyses or opinions that are relevant to the decision-making process.
and the relevant authority shall take due account of such public input.

3. Each Party shall ensure that, when a decision to establish or
significantly change its register has been taken, information on the de-
cision and the considerations on which it is based arec made publicly
available in a timely manner.

Article 14
ACCESS TO JUSTICE

1. Each Party shall, within the framework of its national legisla-
tion. ensure that any person who considers that his or her request for
information under article 11, paragraph 2. has been ignored, wrongfully
refused. whether in part or in full, inadequately answered, or otherwise
not dealt with in accordance with the provisions of that paragraph has
access to a review procedure before a court of law or another indepen-
dent and impartial body established by law.

2. The requirements in paragraph 1 are without prejudice to the
respective rights and obligations of Parties under existing treaties appli-
cable between them dealing with the subject matter of this article.

Article 15
CAPACITY-BUILDING

1. Each Party shall promote public awareness of its pollutant rele-
ase and transfer register, and shall ensure that assistance and guidance
are provided in accessing its register and in understanding and using
the information contained in it

2. Each Party should provide adequate capacity-building for and
guidance to the responsible authorities and bodies to assist them in ca-
rrying out their duties under this Protocol.

Article 16
INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

1. The Parties shall. as appropriate, cooperate and assist each other:

(a) In international actions in support of the objectives of this Pro-
tocol:

(b) On the basis of mutual agreement between the Parties concer-
ned. in implementing national systems in pursuance of this Protocol;
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(¢t In sharing nformation under this Protocol on releases and
transfers within border areas; and

(d} In sharing information under this Protocol concerning tran-
sters among Parties,

2. The Parties shall encourage cooperation among cach other and
with relevant international organizations, as appropriate. to promote:

{a) Public awareness at the international level:

(b} The transter of technology; and

(¢) The provision of technical assistance o Parties that are de-
veloping countries and Parties with economies in transition in matters
relating to this Protocol.

Article 17
MEETING OF THE PARTIES

i, A Meeting of the Parties is hereby established. Its first session

shall be convened no later than two yvears afler the entry into foree of

this Protocol. Thereafter. ordinary sessions ol the Meeting of the Par-

ties shall be held sequentially with or parallel to ordimary meetings of

the Parties to the Convention, unless otherwise decided by the Parties
to this Protocol. The Meeting of the Parties shall hold an extraordinary
session it it so decides in the course of an ordinary session or at the
written request of any Party provided that, within six months of 1t being
communicated by the Executive Secretary of the Economic Commis-
ston for Burope to all Parties, the said request is supported by least
one third of these Parties,

2. The Meeting of the Parties shall keep under continuous review

the implementation and development of this Protocol on the basis of

regular reporting by the Parties and, with this purpose in mind. shall:

(b) Establish guidelines factlitating reporting by the Parties to it
bearing in mind the need to avoid duplication of effort in this regard:

{d) Consider and, where appropriate, adopt measures to strengthen
international cooperation in accordance with article 16
tey Establish such subsidiary bodies as it deems necessary:
(1) Consider and adopt proposals for such amendments to this

Protocol and its annexes as are deemed necessary for the purposes of

this Protocol, in accordance with the provisions of article 207

(g} AL its first session. consider and by consensus adopt rules of

procedure for its sessions and those of its subsidiary bodies, taking into
account any rules of procedure adopted by the Meeting of the Parties to
the Convention:

(hy Consider establishing financial amangements by consensus
and technical assistance mechanisms to facilitate the implementation
of this Protocol:

{1y Seek. where appropriate. the services of other relevant interna-
tional bodies in the achievement ol the objectives ol this Protocol; and

(jy Consider and take any additional action that may be required
to further the objectives of this Protocol. such as the adoption of guide-
lines and recommendations which promaote its implementation

3. The Meeting of the Parties shall facilitate the exchange of in-
formation on the experience gained in reporting transfers using the pol-
lutant-specitic and waste-specific approaches. and shall review that ex-
pertence in order to investigate the possibility of convergence between
the two approaches, taking into account the public interest in informa-
tion in accordance with article | and the overall effectiveness of natio-
nal pollutant release and transier o Lers.

4. The United Nations, 1ts specialized agencies and the Internati-
onal Atomic Energy Agency, as well as any State or regional economic
integration organization entitled under article 24 w sign this Protocol
but which is not a Party to it. and any intergovernmemtal organization
gualitied in the fields to which the Protocol relates. shall be entitled 1o
participate as observers in the sessions of the Meeting of the Parties.
Their adnmnssion and participation shall be subject 1o the rules of proce-
dure adopied by the Meeting of the Parties.

S0 ARy non-governmental organization qualified in the fields o
which this Protocol relates which has informed the Executive Secretary
of the Economic Commission for Furope of its wish to be represented

at a session of the Meeting of the Parties shall be entitled to participate
as an observer unless one third of the Parties present at the session raise
objections. Their admission and participation shall be subject to the ru-
les of procedure adopted by the Meeting ol the Parties.

Article 18
RIGHT TO VOTE

i. Except as provided for in paragraph 2, each Party to this Proto-
col shall have one vote.

2. Regional economic integration organizations, in matters wit-
hin their competence. shall exercise their right to vote with a number
oi votes equal to the number of their member States which are Parties.
Such organizations shall not exercise their right to vote if their member
Siates exercise theirs, and vice versa.

Articie 19
ANNEXES

Annexes to this Protocol shall form an integral part thereof and.
unless expressly provided otherwise, a reference to this Protocol consti-
tutes at the same time a reference to any annexes thereto.

Article 20
AMENDMENTS

. Any Party may propose amendments to this Protocol.

2. Proposals for amendments to this Protocol shall be considered
at a session of the Meeting of the Parties.

3. Any proposed amendment o this Protocol shall be submitted
mn writing to the secretarial. which shall communicate it at least six
months before the session at which it is proposed for adoption to all
Parties, to other States and regional economic integration organizations
that have consented to be bound by the Protocol and for which 1t has
not vet entered mto force and to Signatories.

4. The Parties shall make every effort to reach agreement on any
proposed amendment to this Protocol by consensus. 1 all efTorts at con-
sensus have been exhausted. and no agreement reached. the amend-
ment shall as a last resort be adopted by a three-fourths majority vote of
the Parties present and voting at the session.

5. For the purposes of this article, ., Parties present and voting™
means Parties present and casting an affirmative or negative vote.

6. Any amendment to this Protocol adopted in accordance with pa-
ragraph 4 shall be communicated by the secretariat to the Depositary,
who shall circulate it to all Parties, to other States and regional economic
mtegration organizations that have consented to be bound by the Protocol
and for which it has not vet entered into force and to Signatories.

7. An amendment, other than one to an annex, shall enter into force
for those Parties having ratified. accepted or approved it on the ninetieth
day after the date of receipt by the Depositary of the instruments of rat-
fication, acceptance or approval by at least three fourths of those which
were Parties at the time of its adoption. Thereafter it shall enter into tor-
ce for any other Party on the ninetieth day after that Party deposits its
instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval of the amendment.

8. In the case of an amendment to an annex, a Party that does
not accept such an amendment shall so notify the Depositary in writing
within twelve months from the date of its circulation by the Depositary.

SECRETARIAT

The Executive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Euro-
pe shall carry out the following secretariat functions for this Protocol:

{a) The preparation and servicing of the sessions of the Meeting
of'the Parties:

(b) The transmission to the Parties of reports and other informa-
tion received in accordance with the provisions of this Protocol;

{c) The reporting to the Meeting of the Parties on the activities of
the secretariat; and

(d) Such other functions as may be determined by the Meeting of
the Parties on the basis of available resources.

Article 22
REVIEW OF COMPLIANCE

At its first session, the Meeting of the Parties shall by consensus
establish cooperative procedures and institutional arrangements of a
non-judicial, non-adversarial and consultative nature to assess and pro-
mote compliance with the provisions of this Protocol and to address
cases of non-compliance. In establishing these procedures and arran-
gements, the Meeting of the Parties shall consider, inter alia, whether
to allow for information to be received from members of the public on
matters related to this Protocol.

Article 23
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

L. If a dispute arises between two or more Parties about the inter-
pretation or application of this Protocol, they shall seek a solution by
negotiation or by any other peaceful means of dispute settlement accep-
table to the parties to the dispute.

2. When signing. ratifying. accepting, approving or acceding to
this Protacol, or at any time thereafter, a State may declare in writing
to the Depositary that, tor a dispute not resolved in accordance with
paragraph 1. it accepts one or both of the following means of dispute
settlement as compulsory in relation to any Party accepting the same
obligation:

(a) Submission of the dispute to the International Court of Justice;

(b) Arbitration in accordance with the procedure set out in annex IV,

A regional cconomic integration organization may make a decla-
ration with like effect in relation to arbitration in accordance with the
procedures referred to in subparagraph (b).

3. If the parties to the dispute have accepted both means of dispu-
te settlement referred to in paragraph 2, the dispute may be submitted
only to the International Court of Justice, unless the parties to the dis-
pute agree otherwise.

Article 24
SIGNATURE

This Protocol shall be open for signature at Kiev (Ukraine) from
21 to 23 May 2003 on the occasion of the fifth Ministerial Conference
“Environment for Europe.” and thereafter at United Nations Headqu-
arters in New York until 31 December 2003, by all States which are
members of the United Nations and by regional economic integration
organizations constituted by sovereign States members of the United
Nations to which their member States have transferred competence
over matters governed by this Protocol, including the competence to
enter into treaties in respect of these matters.

Article 25
DEPOSITARY

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall act as the De-
positary of this Protocol.

Article 26
RATIFICATION, ACCEPTANCE, APPROVAL AND
ACCESSION

I. This Protocol shall be subject to ratification. acceptance or ap-
proval by signatory States and regional economic integration organiza-
tions referred to in article 24,

2. This Protocol shall be open for accession as from 1 January
2004 by the States and regional economic integration organizations re-
ferred to in article 24.

3. Any regional economic integration organization referred to in
article 24 which becomes a Party without any of its member States be-
ing a Party shall be bound by all the obligations under this Protocol. If
one or more member States of such an organization is a Party, the orga-
nization and its member States shall decide on their respective respon-
sibilities for the performance of their obligations under this Protocol. In
such cases, the organization and the member States shall not be entitled
to exercise rights under this Protocol concurrently.

4. In their instroments of ratification, acceptance, approval or ac-
cession, the regional economic integration organizations referred to in
article 24 shall declare the extent of their competence with respect to
the matters governed by this Protocol. These organizations shall also
inform the Depositary of any substantial modifications to the extent of
their competence.

Article 27
ENTRY INTO FORCE

1. This Protocol shall enter into force on the ninetieth day alter
the date of deposit of the sixteenth instrument of ratification. acceptan-
ce, approval or accession.

2. For the purposes of paragraph I, any instrument deposited by
a regional economic integration organization shall not be counted as
additional to those deposited by the States members of such an orga-
nization.

3. For each State or regional cconomic integration organization
which ratifies, accepts or approves this Protocol or accedes thereto after
the deposit of the sixteenth instrument of ratification, acceptance. ap-
proval or accession, the Protocol shall enter into force on the ninetieth
day after the date of deposit by such State or organization of its instru-
ment of ratification. acceptance, approval or accession.

Article 28
RESERVATIONS

No reservations may be made to this Protocol.

Article 29
WITHDRAWAL

Atany time atier three vears from the date on which this Protocol
has come into force with respect to a Party, that Party may withdraw
from the Protocol by giving written notification to the Depositary. Any
such withdrawal shall take effect on the ninetieth day afier the date of
its receipt by the Depositary.

Article 30
AUTHENTIC TEXTS

The original of this Protocol, of which the English, French and
Russian texts are equally authentic, shall be deposited with the Secre-
tary-General of the United Nations.

ARBITRATION

Lo dn the event of a dispute being submitted for arbitration pursu-
ant to article 23, paragraph 2, of this Protocol. a party or parties shall
notify the other party or parties to the dispute by diplomatic means as
well as the sceretariat of the subject matter of arbitration and indicate,
in particular, the articles of this Protocol whose interpretation or appli-
cation 1s at issue. The secretariat shall forward the information received
to all Parties 1o this Protocol

2. The arbitral wibunal shall consist of three members. Both the
claimant party or parties and the other party or parties 1o the dispute
shall appoint an arbitrator, and the two arbitrators so appointed shall
desi by common agreement the third arbitrator. who shall be the
president of the arbitral tribunal. The latter shall not be

one of the parties (o the dispute, nor have his or her usual place of resi-
dence in the territory of one of these parties, nor be emploved by any ol
them, nor have dealt with the case in any other capacity.

3. HWihe president of the arbitral tribunal has not heen designated
within two months of the appointment of the second arbitrator, the Exe-
cutive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Furope shall, at the
request of either party to the dispute, designate the president within a
turther two ~-month period,

4. Hone of the parties to the dispute does not appoint an arbiira-
tor within two months of the notification referred 1o in paragraph 1, the
other party may so mform the Executive Secrctary of the Economic
Commission for Europe. who shall designate the presideni of the arbi-
tral tribunal within a further two-month period. Upon designation. the
president of the arbitral tribunal shall request the party which has not
